In the last chapter, we studied different kinds of nouns. Every noun
has a gender (f&1), a number (=) and a case (fywreht). In this
chapter, it is proposed to consider genders in Marathi. It may be stated
that genders of nouns in-Marathi are generally detcrmined more by
practice and usage than by specific rules. In the absence of precise
rales, the best way to learn genders is by practice alone.

Notice, e.g. the three nouns a1 (a black-board), g1 (a chair ) and
9% (a table), All the three articles are made of wood and yet the
three nouns have three different genders Masculine, Feminine and

Neuter, respectively. Hence, it is proposed to give mere indications, by
way of guidance only. They may help the learner to recognize the
genders of Marathi nouns. o '
